Following a request from the Moroccan government UK ISAR has mobilised 
a team of sixty highly trained specialists to support rescue efforts following 
the tragic and devastating earthquake near to Marrakesh.  
 
We are proud to say, that two members of Leicestershire Fire and Rescue 
Service are within this team of highly skilled individuals.

About the Service 
Leicestershire Fire and Rescue Service provides emergency response, prevention and 
protection services from 20 stations across Leicester, Leicestershire and Rutland. Its 
headquarters is based in Birstall, Leicester. 
  
During 2021/22, we attended a total of 8,259 emergency incidents, including 1,968 fires 
and 707 road traffic collisions. A total of 12,938 Home Safety Checks were completed and 
we fitted 3,546 smoke alarms. 233 schools were visited as part of the Service’s schools 
programme, delivering fire and road safety education to 6,724 pupils.
