Fire and Rescue Services Act 2004 Section 49 (1)-(3)
A person commits an offence if he knowingly gives or causes to be given a 
false alarm of fire to a person acting on behalf of a fire and rescue authority

On summary conviction the person 
is liable to a fine not exceeding

£2,500 AND/OR 12 MONTHS IMPRISONMENT
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
